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From February 1 to 11, I embarked on the first of 
several planned journeys this year to Israel. Leading 
up to the trip, many European airlines cancelled 
their flights due to the threat of conflict with Iran. 
However, Air Canada continued its service and 
despite the plane being only half full, I was able to 
complete my journey as planned. Praise the Lord! 

As I reflect on the people I met and the places I 
visited, a deep sense of sadness lingers. One 
phrase repeats itself over and over again in my 
mind: So near, yet so far apart. 

I visited the Western Wall, King David’s Tomb on 
Mount Zion, Rachel’s Tomb in Bethlehem, and the 
Cave of the Patriarchs (Machpelah) in Hebron. 
Everywhere I went, I saw Jewish people – young 
and old, religious and traditional – praying with 
incredible fervor. While waiting for a bus to Rachel's 
Tomb, I met a woman who had traveled two hours 
from Tel Aviv just to pray there before heading to the 
Western Wall to do the same. Many Jewish people 
pray with such intensity, yet do not yet know the 
truth of Yeshua’s (Jesus’) words in John 14:6: "No 
one comes to the Father except through me." They 
desire to be so near to the Father, yet are so far 
apart. 

The Cave of Machpelah is a site shared by both 
Arabs and Jews. It is a single building with separate 
entrances for the two groups, both recognize 
Abraham as their patriarch. The Jewish and Arab 
people are physically and ethnically close, yet 
remain worlds apart emotionally and spiritually. 

I also spoke with Jewish students at Machpelah, the 
Western Wall plaza, and on the streets of 
Jerusalem. Most were from religious schools, and 
we found common ground in the Tanakh (Old 
Testament). However, our understanding differed 
greatly. Whenever I mentioned Yeshua the Messiah, 
the conversations often ended abruptly; another 
reminder that we are so close, yet so far apart. 

But all is not lost! 

 
 
 

The woman I met on the way to Rachel’s Tomb 
was overjoyed to see a Gentile visiting Jewish holy 
sites. Upon learning that I teach the Tanakh, she 
gifted me her own copy of the Psalms. Through this 
gesture, we built a bridge for future conversation. 

Furthermore, the students I spoke with were 
challenged in their beliefs. I hope our dialogues 
stimulate their thinking and encourage them to 
explore the identity of the Jewish Messiah. 

Finally, a fellow believer introduced me to a Jewish 
woman before my trip. She kindly drove us to see 
the Judean Wilderness and Shiloh. As a token of 
my gratitude, I gave her a copy of the New 
Testament, which she gladly accepted. May the 
Word of God open her eyes to see Yeshua as the 
Son of God and the true Messiah. 

Thank you for praying for our trip and for the 
salvation of the Jewish and Arab people. We are 
excited to see all that God will do in 2026 through 
these planned trips and beyond.

2026年首次以色列福音之旅感言 
 
2026年2月1日至11日，我開啟了今年的首次以色列

之旅。在出發前，由於與伊朗發生衝突的威脅，許多

歐洲航空公司取消了飛往以色列的航班。然而，加拿

大航空維持了服務，儘管機位只坐了一半，我仍能按

原定計劃完成旅程。感謝讚美主！ 
 
當我回想起旅途中遇到的人和訪問過的地方，心中

不禁湧起一股深深的憂傷。有一個句子不斷在我腦

海中浮現：近在咫尺，卻又如此遙遠。 
 
我參觀了西牆（哭牆）、錫安山的大衛王墓、伯利恆的

拉結墓，以及希伯崙的麥比拉洞（先祖之洞）。無論走

到哪裡，我都能看到猶太人——不分男女老少，無論

是虔誠派還是傳統派——都在極其火熱地禱告。在等

候前往拉結墓的巴士時，我遇到了一位女士，她專程

從特拉維夫坐了兩小時車到那裡禱告，之後還要趕

往西牆繼續祈禱。他們如此迫切地禱告，但許多人仍

未認識耶穌（Yeshua）在約翰福音 14:6 中所宣告的

真理：「若不藉著我，沒有人能到父那裡去。」他們離

天父如此之近，卻又如此遙遠。 
 
麥比拉洞是阿拉伯人和猶太人共同使用的聖地。這

是一座擁有多個入口的建築，兩大族群分別從不同

入口進入，但都認同亞伯拉罕是他們的先祖。他們在

地理和血緣上如此親近，但在情感和屬靈上卻隔著

萬水千山。 
 
我也在希伯崙的麥比拉洞、西牆廣場以及耶路撒冷

的街道上與猶太學生交談。他們大多來自宗教學校，

我們在 TANAKH（塔納赫，即舊約聖經）中找到了共

同話題。然而，我們的理解卻大相徑庭。每當我提到

彌賽亞耶穌時，對話往往戛然而止。我們如此親近，

卻又如此遙遠。 
 
但並非一切都毫無希望！ 

 
在前往拉結墓途中遇到的那位女士，看到我這個外

邦人來訪問猶太聖地，感到非常高興。得知我教授

《塔納赫》後，她甚至將自己的《詩篇》送給了我。透過

這個舉動，我們為未來的交流建立了橋樑。 
 
此外，與我交談的學生們也在信仰上受到了挑戰。我

希望我們的對話能激發他們的思考，鼓勵他們去探

索誰才是真正的猶太彌賽亞。 
 
在旅程開始前，有人介紹我認識了一位猶太女士。她

親自開車帶我們參觀了猶太曠野和示羅。為了表達

謝意，我送給她一本《新約聖經》，她欣然接受了。願

神的話語開啟她的眼睛，讓她看見耶穌就是神的兒

During Hanukkah (December 14–22), I visited malls 
and subway stations to distribute greeting cards 
with Gospel messages, along with Tim gift cards.

There are 
about 171k Ethiopian Jews in Israel, of which 
nearly 2,000 are believers in Jesus. This is about 
1.2% of the Ethiopian Jewish population, in 
contrast to mere 0.36% Jesus believers in the 
whole Jewish population in Israel1.

Philippines, Korea, Hong Kong, and Mainland China.

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War Time Ministries in the Holy Land – Part 2 
 

From March 24 to April 5, I (QiFang) made a second trip to Israel this year. During this trip, I visited local 

ministries, participated in volunteer services, visited Jewish friends in their homes or in coffee shops, 

and shared the Good News with Jewish people whom I happened to meet in public places. Here is a 

brief summary: 

 

Gospel-centered Ministries Visits 
 

My first stop on this trip was Eilat, the southernmost city 

of Israel, where I visited Brother John and stayed at his 

Shelter Hostel. He is 78 years old. He and his wife Judy 

have been running this hostel for 40 years. Over the 

years, their hostel has been a gospel lighthouse at the 

shore of the Red Sea. Many wandering souls were led to 

the saving sanctuary of Yeshua the Messiah. Seeing John 

reminds me of Caleb in the book of Joshua, a mighty man 

of God, full of energy and enthusiasm even though 

advanced in years1! 

With Brother John at the Shelter Hostel 

 

Later in the trip, I visited seven more ministries: the Tabernacle in Timna Park, Rescue in Israel in 

Ashkelon, Beit Sar Shalom in Jerusalem, Pastor Richard of C&MA Jerusalem, Pastor Tom in Holon, the 

Ackermann Family in Ma’or, and Mega Voice in Tiberias.  

 

Through these visits, I established ministry connections with workers in the Land. I also gained first-hand 

understanding of their ministries and needs, which deepens my appreciation of how God is working in 

the Land. In addition, opportunities for ministry collaboration emerged. Along the way, I felt personally 

encouraged to:  

• Come to Israel and see the mighty work of God  

• Go and tell people about it  

• Rejoice in the Lord and worship Him

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Volunteer Services 

 

On a Friday morning, together with five brothers and sisters from LIFE Hong Kong, I visited Neveh Horim 

Nursing Home in Jerusalem. Most residents there are dependent on caretakers for their basic living, 

such as moving around and eating. We sang to them a few Hebrew songs such as “Hevenu Shalom 

Alechem” (We Brought Peace Upon You), as well as Psalm 23 in Chinese.  Many elderly people sang 

along with us enthusiastically. Those who could not sing, smiled. What a joy to share shalom from the 

LORD with his people! 

 

On Easter morning, after attending a worship service at the 

Garden Tomb, we went to a Jewish Community Center to 

pack sandwiches for needy families and IDF soldiers. For me, 

it was the first time. But for LIFE Hong Kong coworkers, 

volunteer services such as this have been their regular 

practice since they came to Israel in January. As a result, 

they have been able to make new Jewish friends. This time, 

after packing sandwiches, two Jewish volunteers went with 

us for coffee. And I was able to sit with them and share my 

faith journey.                       Packing sandwiches in a Community Center 

 

Visiting Jewish Friends 

 

On a Shabbat, after attending a worship service with a Messianic congregation at Yad HaShmona, I went 

with a Chinese pastor and his wife to visit a Jewish-Chinese couple in Kibbutz Be’eri. The Jewish husband 

survived the Hamas attack last year on October 7. However, his sister and nephew, together with more 

than 100 people on the kibbutz were killed. And a few dozens were kidnapped. Many of them remain 

hostages, whether they are dead or alive is unknown. We then visited the Nova Festival site where 364 

people were killed and at least 40 kidnapped. The scenes of killing and destruction have been impressed 

in my mind and my heart. 

 

Over the past few years, LIFE Hong Kong team members 

have made quite a few Jewish friends. I went with them to 

visit some of their friends. On a Friday evening, we walked 

an hour to attend a Shabbat dinner hosted by a Jewish 

lady. There I sat next to a Jewish writer and Bible teacher. 

She was very open to talk about the Hebrew Scripture and 

the New Testament, even about Jesus. Sitting beside us 

was a student from London, who is attending a one-year 

Jewish study program in Jerusalem. She listened to our 

discussion attentively.   

     Shabbat dinner in a Jewish home 
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Later we rented a car and drove north. In Karmiel, we were treated to a pizza lunch by a Jewish friend in 

his house. Our Hong Kong teammates explained Ezekiel 36:26–28 to him and his sister (both of them are 

over 70 years old), and then invited them to pray to confess their sins and receive Yeshua as their 

Messiah. They gladly did. Hallelujah, praise the LORD!  

 

We visited three ladies in their homes and shared the Good News with them. One was also in Karmiel 

and the other two were in Kibbutz Gadot in the Upper Galilee. We also had a good chat with a professor 

of Kinneret College at a coffee shop by the beach in Haifa. Our Hong Kong team leader was his student a 

few years ago. He challenged his professor to verify the claim that Jesus is the Messiah who was 

prophesied in the Hebrew Scripture. Though there may be a long way to go before they come to saving 

faith, we pray that the seeds planted will produce fruit in His time. 

  

Sharing the Good News in Public Places 

 

The Lord has blessed this trip right from the start, even before my plane took off. After preaching at a 

church on Sunday, March 24, I arrived at the Toronto airport early, sitting and waiting to check in. A 

young man came to me and asked if he could take the seat beside me. “Of course,” I said. And then we 

started chatting. It turned out that we would be on 

the same flight to Israel. While he was going home, I 

was going to visit. I explained to him why I was going 

at this particular time. Basically, I said, it’s because I 

love Israel. I want to see how the country and my 

friends there are doing. I love Israel because it is 

God’s promised land to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. 

It is through the Jewish people that we Gentiles 

have received the Word of God and salvation from 

the Jewish Messiah. Since “Salvation is from the 

Jews” (John 4:22). Toward the end of our 

conversation, he accepted a Hebrew New 

Testament from me and promised to read it on the 

flight home.                       With a Jewish young man at the Toronto airport 

 

In fact, the above is the basic message I shared with Jewish people whenever I had a chance to chat with 

them.  

 

On my second day in Israel, I met a group of high school students and an IDF soldier at Timna Park. They 

were from a school in Beersheva and the soldier was accompanying them. They were curious to find out 

who I was and why I was there. I briefly introduced myself and invited them to stay in my house should 

they travel to Toronto. They were all smiles at my invitation. And I prayed that I may indeed meet them 

again, if not in this world, let it be at the house of the Father.  
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One day, my Hong Kong teammates and I walked on the last lag of the Jesus trail for about five hours. 

We started at the top of Mt. Arbel, climbing down to the base, stopped at Kibbutz Ginosar (where the 

Jesus Boat Museum is located), and reached the destination – Capernaum National Park. On the 

mountain top and along the way, we met many people. I had conversations with a Hebrew teacher, two 

young hikers, and a Bible teacher. And I shared the basic message with them and they listened with 

interest. Our team also had engaging encounters with a store manager and a park custodian. May the 

Lord bless the work of our hands! 

 

Lord willing, I will be visiting Israel again this September or October. I am also planning to invite brothers 

and sisters for a trip in the spring of 2025.  

 

I appreciate your continuing prayers for the peace of Jerusalem and the salvation of the Jewish people.

聖地戰時事工简报 (2)

3月24日至4月5日，启方（我）今年第二次去以色列。這次旅行中，我拜訪了當地的福音事工，參加

了志工服務，拜訪了猶太朋友的家，並與在公共場所遇到的猶太人分享了好消息。以下是簡短的

總結报告：

福音事工探訪

此行的第一站是以色列最南端的城市埃拉特，我在那裡拜訪了約翰弟兄，並入住他的庇護招待所

所。他78歲了，他和他的妻子朱迪 Judith 經營這家招待所已有 40 年。多年來，他們的招待所接待

了无数的背包客和各国的青年游子，成为紅海岸邊的福音燈塔。許多流浪的靈魂被引導到彌賽亞

耶穌的拯救聖所。看到約翰讓我想起約書亞記裡的迦勒，一個大能的主仆，雖然年事已高，卻充

滿活力和熱情！

(和約翰弟兄在一起) (朱迪和招待所的义工们)

隨後，我訪問了另外七個事工：Timna 的會幕、亞實基倫的”以色列救援”、耶路撒冷的和平之家和

Richard牧師、特拉维夫的Tom牧師、Ma’or的阿克曼家庭和提比利亚的Mega Voice。

透過這些訪問，我認識了當地的福音工作者並與他們建立了聯繫。我也對他們的事工和需求有了

第一手的了解，這加深了我對上帝在這片土地上工作的認識。此外，合作的機會也出現了。一路

走來，我個人很受鼓舞：到以色列来，看神的大能作為；去向人們报告；因主喜樂並敬拜祂。
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志工服務

週五早上，我和香港弥赛亚生命差會（LIFE HK)的五位弟兄姊妹一起來到耶路撒冷的Neveh Horim养

老院。那裡大多數老人的基本生活都依賴看護人，例如走動和吃飯。我們為他們唱了幾首希伯來

歌曲，如《Hevenu Shalom Alechem》（我們為你帶來和平），以及中文的詩篇23。許多老人熱情地和

我們一起唱歌。不能发声的老人也脸露笑容。與祂的子民分享耶和華所賜的平安是何等的喜

樂！

復活節早上，在花園冢參加完禮拜後，我們前往猶太社區中心為貧困家庭和以色列國防軍士兵打

包三明治。對我來說，這是第一次。但對於LIFE香港的同事來說，自從一月來到以色列，這樣的志

工服務已經成為他們的常態。結果，他們結識了新的猶太朋友。這次，打包完三明治後，兩位猶

太志工和我們一起去喝咖啡。我和她們坐在一起分享我的信仰之旅。

(在老人院探访) (在社区中心打包三明治)

拜訪猶太朋友

安息日那天，參加完Yad Shimona彌賽亞會眾的禮拜後，我跟Richard牧师夫妇去Be’eri 基布茲拜訪

了一對夫婦（太太是華人）。去年10月7日，她的猶太丈夫在哈馬斯襲擊中倖存下來。然而，他的妹

妹和侄子以及基布茲的100多人被殺。還有幾十人被綁架。他們中的許多人仍被扣為人質，生死

不明。隨後我們參觀了 Nova Festival 現場，那裡有 364 人被殺，至少 40 人被綁架。殺戮和破壞的

場景深深地印在我的腦海裡，我的心被囚禁在加薩。

過去幾年，LIFE香港團隊的成員結交了不少猶太朋友。我和他們一起去拜訪了他們的一些朋友。

週五晚上，我們步行一個小時去參加一位猶太女士舉辦的安息日晚宴。我坐在一位猶太作家兼聖

經老師旁邊。她非常願意談論希伯來聖經和新約，甚至耶穌。坐在我們旁邊的是一位來自倫敦的

學生，她正在耶路撒冷參加為期一年的猶太學習計畫。她認真地聽著我們的討論。
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(犹太人家的安息日晚餐) (见证犹太人老者信耶稣)

後來我們租了一輛車向北行駛。在卡米爾，一位猶太老人在他家請我們享用披薩午餐。我們的香

港隊友向他和他的妹妹（兩人都70多歲了）解釋以西結書36:26-28，然後邀請他們禱告認罪並接受

耶穌為他們的彌賽亞。他們很高興地按照要求做了。哈利路亞，讚美耶和華！

我們拜訪了三位女士的家，並與她們分享了好消息。其中一處也在卡米爾，另外兩位處於上加利

利的Gadot基布茲。我們還在海法海灘邊的一家咖啡廳和Kinneret學院的教授聊得很開心。我們香

港的領隊大哥幾年前就是他的學生。他向他的教授提出挑戰，要求他證實或证伪耶穌是希伯來聖

經中預言的彌賽亞。儘管在他們得到得救信心之前可能還有很長的路要走，但我們祈禱所播下的

種子按着神的时间結出果實。

在公共場所分享好消息

主從一開始就祝福了這趟旅行，甚至在我的飛機起飛之前。

3月24日是星期日。在教堂講道後，我很早就到達了多倫多機場，坐著等待辦理登機手續。有一位

年轻人问，我可以坐你旁边的座位吗？當然，我說。然後我們開始聊天。原來我們會搭乘同一航

班飛往以色列。他回家，我远游。我向他解釋為什麼在這個特定時間去。我說，這是因為我愛以

色列。我想看看這個國家和我的朋友怎麼樣了。我愛以色列，因為它是神給亞伯拉罕、以撒和雅

各的應許之地。正是透過猶太人，我們外邦人從猶太彌賽亞那裡接受了神的話語和救恩，因為

「救恩是從猶太人出來的」（約翰福音4:22）。 在我們談話即將結束時，他從我手中接過一本希伯來

語新約聖經，並答應在回家的航班上閱讀它。
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(多伦多机场相遇犹太青年) (亭拿公园的以色列女兵)

事實上，以上是我每次有機會與猶太人聊天時與他們分享的基本訊息。

抵達以色列的第二天，我在亭拿公園遇到了一群高中生和一名以色列國防軍士兵。他們來自貝爾
謝瓦的一所學校，士兵陪同他們。他們很想知道我是誰以及我為什麼在那裡。所以我簡單地介紹
了自己，並邀請他們如果去多倫多旅行就住在我家。他們對我的邀請都露出了微笑。我祈禱我真
的能再次見到他們，即使不是在這個世界上，也要在天父的家裡。

有一天，我和我的香港隊友在”耶穌小道” （The Jesus Trail) 的最後一段路上走了大約5個小時。我
們從Arbel山頂出發，爬下山腳，在Ginosar基布茲（耶穌船博物館所在地）停留，最后到達目的地－
迦百農國家公園。在山頂上，在路途中，我們遇到了很多人。我與一位希伯來語老師、兩位年輕
的徒步旅行者和一位聖經老師進行了交談。我與他們分享了基本訊息，他們饒有興趣地聽著。我
們的團隊也與商店經理和公園管理員進行了非常有趣的福音接觸。願主祝福我們手的工作！

如主许可，我將在今年九月或十月再次訪問以色列。我也計劃2025年春天邀請弟兄姊妹去旅行。

感謝您持續為耶路撒冷的和平和猶太人民的拯救祈禱。

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QiFang Ministry Update: September 2023

Dear friends of Jewish ministry,

The summer is over, it is almost hard to believe! 

Toward the end of July, we had a Jewish family of five stay with us for a weekend. This is an
amazing family! They had been out of Israel traveling around the world for nine months before
coming to Canada. While in Australia, they met a Messianic Jewish believer and he told them
about Jesus the Jewish Messiah. Praise the Lord! While they were with us, we enjoyed a
Sabbath dinner and several meals together. My wife Gui had a great time playing foosball with
their children (from 9 to 14 years old). 

 
From August 13-18, I attended “The LCJE 12th International Conference” in Poland. (LCJE stands
for “The Lausanne Consultation on Jewish Evangelism”). More than 200 people from 21
ministries around the world came together to share God’s work among the Jewish people.
Among them are 12 full time Chinese ministry workers – 10 originally from Hong Kong, one
from Taiwan, and one from mainland China (see picture below). 

According to a report presented at the conference, there are over 20 Chinese coworkers in
various Jewish ministries. They are serving both in and outside of Israel. In addition, there are
many independents, part-timers, volunteers, and short-term teams engaging in Jewish
evangelism, together with an increasing number from mainland China.  



As a first-generation Christian from mainland China, I am very encouraged by my country fellows
who have been faithfully serving the Jewish people. Some of them are in their 30s or 40s. In
contrast, I am marching toward 60 and am a “newbie” to Jewish ministry. Nevertheless, despite
the saying that “An old dog cannot learn new tricks,” I am confident that, by God’s grace, I can
still learn to fight a good fight for the Lord in the years to come.  

  
I would very much appreciate your prayers for the following: 
 

● I will be speaking at the mission conference of a Chinese church in Toronto. Pray that
the Lord would give me words to encourage to further the mission work of that
church.  

● Chinese Pastors’ Vision Trip to Israel in October 2023: Pray that the Lord would use
this trip to build bridges between Israeli believers and Chinese churches in Canada. 

● Pray for *Noah and *Sarah and their three children to grow in Yeshua the Messiah
(the family mentioned above).

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参加波兰国际犹宣大会的几件事

八月13日至18日，我参加了在波兰举行的第12届国际犹宣大会 （”The LCJE 12th
International Conference”；LCJE stands for “The Lausanne Consultation on Jewish
Evangelism”) 。这是自我年初加入犹宣后，第一次参加这样的大会。下面是几件让我印象

深刻的事。

第一是参加的人。这个会议有200多人出席，来自五大洲的21国（以色列、欧洲、北美、澳

洲、南非、东亚，都有代表）。华人教会有一个世界华福中心，动员全球华人信徒向华人和其

他民族传福音，就是一个民族向万族传福音。而国际犹宣会议是动员全球各个民族向犹太

人传福音，就是万族向一个民族传福音。亚伯拉罕的祝福通过耶稣传到万族，如今万族要一

起来祝福他的子孙犹太人，这是何等美好的事！

第二是华人与会者。有12位华人，占会议总人数的5%，是一个significant minority (重要的

少数）。他们分别在4个机构服侍：International Mission to Jewish People, Chosen People
Ministries, Jews for Jesus, Life In Messiah. 有一位是一个全球性机构的财务总监，责任很

大。有一位姊妹，她先生是这次大会的圣经讲员，以色列圣经学院的教授。这12位华人中，1
位来自台湾，1位来自大陆，10位来自香港。我们感谢神，让香港的弟兄姊妹奋勇争先，成为

华人犹宣的先锋和主力。我们也祷告，求神特别在大陆的弟兄姊妹中兴起更多的犹宣工

人！

第三是华人侍奉的见证。

George 弟兄来自台湾。他开放自己的家，接待以色列游客。在2019疫情爆发前的一年里，

有108位犹太人得到他们家的热心接待。其中10位参加了主日崇拜，5位愿意和他们一起查

考新约圣经。有一位正统犹太女孩来到他们家，看到墙上许多犹太青年的照片，又亲身感

受到他们对犹太人真诚的爱，不禁泪流满面。在疫情期间，没有游客了，他们就拜访台湾各

地教会，从而建立了一个环绕全岛的接待网，成为更多人的祝福。

Victoria 姊妹来自香港。她曾经为了向犹太人传福音，以学生身份在以色列居住2年，认识

了不少当地的福音朋友。这次参加完犹宣大会后，她就再次去以色列，专程去探访那些朋友

们。但是，感染了新冠，到了以色列，也无法和朋友们见面。虽然无法见面，相信朋友们都

见到了她的心。天父更是知道她那颗单纯、执着爱他选民的心。

Susan 姊妹也来自香港。这是我第二次见到她，上一次是二月份，在迈阿密短宣的时候。那

时，她从芝加哥的穆迪神学院下来，利用长周末的课余时间来跟犹太人传福音。原来，她也

曾经在阿根廷南部参加Life In Messiah 的事工，就是向以色列退伍军人传福音（每年都有

几万以色列退伍青年在世界各地旅游）。这是我所见华人犹宣同工中最年轻的，30出头。
Susan 非常有心，一边服侍、一边上学装备自己（她在读穆迪神学院犹宣事工专业）。让我

们为她祷告，求主保守她、供应她、使用她、祝福她。



这次大会的主题是”From Generation to Generation” （”从这一代到下一代”， 或者”代代相

传”）。大会中有很多久经沙场的犹宣同工，也有不少年轻领袖。感谢主，兴起新一代的弟

兄姊妹，向古老的选民传扬他们自己弥赛亚的名。

我虽然不年轻，却是犹宣的新兵。这次大会给我很多的学习机会，也很受鼓励，特别是年轻

弟兄姊妹们的鼓励。虽然有话说，”老狗难学新招”，但是我还不算”老"，也不是”狗”，相信靠

者主的恩典和弟兄姊妹的祷告支持，还是可以和大家一起打美好的仗。

愿我们同心祷告，祈盼以色列全家得救的日子早日到来！

QiFang Ministry Update: July 2023

Dear Partners in Sharing God’s Heart to the Jewish People:
Greetings in the name of Yeshua our Messiah! Thank you so much for your generous support!

It has been two months since I wrote to you in May. In June, our daughter Christina graduated

from university and in early July she started working in New York City. While she is no longer

home with us, we trust that the Lord is with her and pray that she continues to walk in the way

of the Lord and be under His wings.

There are more than 200,000 Jewish people in the Greater Toronto Area. Many of them reside

along the 57 km-long Bathurst Street (the deep color area in the picture below on the left).

My coworker and I have been out on the street to give out Gospel tracts and to engage people

with conversation whenever possible (see the picture above on the right). While many declined

to receive our messages, some did accept it and read the cards with Self-Diagnostic “Heart

Check”. The check asks searching questions about one’s heart on one side, and gives biblical

perspectives on the other side, see below:



Like other secular people, secular Jewish people don’t feel the need for salvation from sin’s

bondage and eternal separation from God, while religious Jews may consider that it is sufficient

to have God’s favor by keeping their Jewish identity. Please pray that the spiritual heart check

would awaken their need for repentance and salvation in Yeshua the Messiah.

In addition, I would very much appreciate your prayers on the following:

● Chinese Pastors’ Vision Trip to Israel in October 2023: Pray that the Lord would bring at

least 15 people for this trip.

● I am going to attend an international conference on Jewish Evangelism. It will be from

August 13-18 in Poland. Pray that the Lord may grant me fruitful learning and

networking opportunities.

● My former colleague, "Abrahamson", with whom I have regular email exchanges. He is

an Orthodox Jew. May the Lord open his eyes and heart so that he may know Yeshua as

his Messiah.

● “Mark”, the Israeli traveler who stayed at our house for 10 days. He is back in Israel. May

the Lord open his heart to receive Jesus as his Lord and savior.

願您平安! 願您的家人和所在的教會都平安!

此時, 我懷著十分感恩的心情給您寫信。 過去幾個月來, 您實在讓我和校園宣教士們感受到我們的神是耶和華以勒、是以便
以謝。 信實的主, 藉著您的禱告和奉獻, 讓我們在疫情泛濫、學生不知何去何從、校園福音開展遭遇重重困難的時候, 給我
們每天需用的飲食和力量。

有位同工,夫婦都感染病毒,沒有有效藥物,發燒而且連續不斷咳嗽,非常難受。好像沒有指望,但神聽他們的禱告。燒退了。其
他癥狀雖然持續了很多時日,也挺過來了。艱難日子里,她一直帶領學生團契,沒有停止事奉。最近她還带一位實習神學生, 一
起用富有創意的方法, 通過網路來分享福音信息。

另一位同工,夫婦都是獨生子女,要照顧四位老人。岳父得了癌症,需要每週五天帶他去做化療。靠著主的恩典,他挑起沉重的
家庭重擔,還背負學生工作的重擔,仰首前行。他策劃組織青年義工團隊,舉辦一系列網路講座。五月份舉辦了四個晚上的「音
樂敬拜」講座,有140位參加,來自加拿大、美國、亞洲。接下來六月份的「零基礎樂器教學」系列也有80人參加。七月份,針
對將畢業和已經畢業的青年人開辦了六個晚上的系列講座,名為「上帝關心我的麵包和愛情嗎? 」每晚有50-60人參加。八月
份要舉辦講座「網路團契運作新突破」,裝備各校園團契同工們,在新學期新常態下把團契辦的更好。

靈命塑造是弟兄姊妹成長的必由之路。六月初,我們舉辦了雲上退修會,有30多人經歷了一周的操練,以及個人的屬靈指引。
疫情搞亂了人們的生活,神卻使我們在他裡面安息。

疫情期間, 我們除了繼續開展大學生、大專生事工之外, 高中生事工也有發展, 並且在六月份召開了第三次高中事工研討會。
隨後, 我們開始了網路英文學習班, 以馬可福音為教材。現在有 兩個高中生班,一個陪讀媽媽班, 都是每周上課四天, 每天一個
小時。

加拿大校園福音團契自1998年成立以來, 一直在多倫多北約恩典福音堂內借用一個房間做辦公室。過去22年來,這裡是同工
們彼此學習、分享事奉甘苦、一起禱告成長的地方。感謝福音堂的弟兄姊妹、牧師長執的關心愛護,如今把教會的圖書館讓
給我們。這樣,我們就有了一個新的空間。搬遷期間,多位弟兄姊妹鼎立相助。整個過程一個多月, 雖然煩雜, 但很順利, 滿有
耶和華的恩典! 開始我有點茫然、若有所失; 搬後重新佈置,發現我們實在是在耶和華的恩翅下, 他的憐悯不斷, 他的信實極其
廣大!

三十年前，我们很穷。我们心中对西方、对基督

现在的留学生已经没有这些好奇心。他们成长在

经济腾飞的中国。他们发现，没有基督教，科技

一样可以发展，经济一样可以繁荣。

样也越来越远离上帝。于是就有了所谓“新的十

字架东征”。不管东征的结果如何，有一个是肯

定的，就是东征加重了对基督信仰的敌意，使我

们的同胞、我们的年轻人更加抗拒福音。

还有一位同工，他的妻子怀孕了，已经有四

个月。愿耶和华诸般的慈爱持续不断地和他

们同在，在等候新生命到来的日日夜夜中，

每天都经历天父的新恩，经历他极其广大的

信实。 

 

疫情泛滥让我们取消了计划中的学生营会，

但是通过网络，我们事奉到更多的人。五月

份举办了四个晚上的“音乐敬拜”讲座，参

加的人有 140 位，来自加拿大、美国、亚

洲。不仅校园的同工同学得到装备，许多教

会的同工们也得到帮助。接下来的“零基础

乐器教学“也有 80 人参加。 

 

灵命塑造（培养弟兄姊妹在日常生活中对神

同在的敏感，建立灵修祷告默想的操练习

惯，分辨和顺服圣灵带领等等）曾经是我们

的主要事奉之一。感谢主，我们再次有机会

在这方面服侍弟兄姊妹。六月初，我们举办

了云上退修会，有 30 多人经历了一周的操

练，以及个人的属灵指引。
