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      we’re working in a business, technical or ministry environment, teamwork often plays a critical factor, 

and personally I believe having an experienced and capable leadership makes a pivotal difference. Since my twenties, 

I’ve always been interested in learning more about the subject of leadership, and this book, titled The Making of a Leader 

(1988), is the most recent text I’ve read, and it is recommended by the director of our AIM’s internal leadership training 

program. What I like about this book is that, it helps me better understand and see leadership as a spiritual and learning 

journey as we walk with God and answer His calling. As a quick summary, it talks about seven (7) different processes 

that a healthy and mature Christian leadership would go through: 1) sovereign foundation, 2) inner-life examination, 3) 

ministry proficiency, 4) spiritual maturity, 5) convergence, 6) re-commission, and 7) finishing well. It is also interesting to 

note that those processes do not necessarily take place in a certain linear or sequential orders. In fact, some of them 

may be on-going in parallel with another, and some may repeat more than once in this life-long expedition. It makes 

me wonder which process am I currently undergoing through right now, and which process perhaps I might have 

skipped and hence need to go back and look at it more closely. It has been a very inspiring text to read for sure!

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    the next two weeks, I’ll be attending this Al-Azhar Seminar in Cairo, Egypt, participating in Islamic study 

and visiting some Christian ministries and cultural sites while acquiring some new perspectives from the Muslim-

Background Christians (MBC) here. On the way back, I’ll stop by Juba again, hoping to conduct this IBS board 

meeting that should have taken place earlier this January. Starting February, we will launch another 12-week TEE 

program inside the Torit State Prison, where I’ll support Pastor Gabriel in the background as he goes there twice a 

week to deliver the training to a small group of Christian brothers behind the tall walls. In March, Rudi, our short-

termer and my housemate, will wrap up and head back to Canada. I might apply for a 1-month Compassionate 

Leave to visit my parents in Taiwan but it has not been confirmed yet as I’m still praying for God’s provision, wisdom 

and proper timing. During this period, I’ll also be trying to finish my D.Min. application, and tentatively start my 

study on a part-time basis by the end of Q1 this year. Lastly, the schedule for the next AIC Refresher Course is still 

undetermined and will likely be delayed due to the AIC General Assembly (GA) meeting that’ll take place in May.

    fighting between the SSD government’s military (i.e. SSPDF) and the joint force led by the in-opposition 

military (i.e. SPLA-IO) have been going on around the country for nearly ten months now. News, rumors and blames 

for the raiding of communities and civilian deaths are floating all over the internet. However, all those chaos, tensions 

and tragedies suddenly become just white-noise in the background of my head when I heard both of my elderly 

parents were injured in two different incidents and both had to undergo through surgeries in early November. I almost 

decided to just drop everything on the ground here, including my LFIO training, and fly back to Taiwan immediately. 

However, after talking to my family there, we agree it is probably the best for me to wait until after the Chinese New 

Year. For several nights on the bed, I woke up in tears as I was overwhelmed with a mixed feeling of guilt, sorrow and 

helplessness. This unfortunate news definitely has a much greater impact on me than I would have imagined. I always 

thought I could handle it much better... Well, it seems my heart is getting weaker and softer too as I’m getting older!

  August, I was able to renew my Canadian passport 

in Nairobi, and I’m sure glad I don’t need to worry about 

this issue for another nine years or so from now. While 

waiting for my new passport to be issued, I was doing 

some information research, engaging in online meetings, 

and hoping to start this application process for my D.Min. 

study. But this decision and process have turned out to 

be more complicated than I had anticipated. Nonethe-

less, I still wish to start my study remotely next January if 

possible. Upon return to Torit, I had to rush and start 

fixing some of the major issues at my new house on the 

KBS farm first. In late September, Pastor Gabriel was finally 

released from the prison on probation, and now we’re 

able to start preparing for the TEE program in prison 

together. In October, we were finally able to deliver 

another three-day AIC Refresher Course training in Juba. 

On the same trip, I was able to renew my Resident Permit 

in South Sudan (SSD) for another three years as well. 

Praise the Lord! On October 11th, my home church in 

Ottawa celebrated their thirty-year anniversary. With a 

special thanks to Reverend Chen, I was able to forward 

my greeting to the congregation during their evening 

banquet through a pre-recorded video message!

Interesting to Read 好書推薦 
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   in March this year, this book, called Practicing Affirmation, was suggested to me by our next new International 

Director (ID) during the LFIO training in Nairobi, and it is something I need to learn and “practice” more indeed. Perhaps 

it was the way I was raised in an Asian culture as a child, or maybe it was my work habit as a trouble-shooting engineer, 

I am often more focused on spotting the errors, and thinking about how to prevent or resolve problems. Praising people 

is just not something I do naturally, especially when we are all adults doing only what we are supposed to do. But this 

book helps me understand it is also about affirmation – something we all need in order to thrive and grow in the right 

direction. In general, I see myself as a fairly generous person but now I realize I have been a very “stingy” person when it 

comes to giving out affirmation! Nonetheless, the author of this book also cautions us to practice affirmation appropriately 

and not to commit sin “by idolatrous commendation” nor “by failing to commend  

the commendable” (p. 13). As always, finding the right balance in-between takes  

certain wisdom. As I start learning to implement it in my life and ministry here, I  

must say the fruits of such transformation around me are just amazing!

Many homes and several churches have been 

broken into, and valuables, such as cash, laptop and smart phones, have been stolen. On October 3rd, I almost got 

kidnapped in Juba under the broad day-light. On October 11th, this KBS farm, where I live now, was broken into as 

well. But, praise the Lord. The burglar was apprehended and the stolen goods were recovered eventually. On top of 

the existing poverty and the lack of salary for public servants, including the policemen, the pull-out of USAID 

fundings this year and the latest political instability over the trial in Juba against the First Vice President have also 

added to the on-going despair. This November, after 80 years of service in Torit, the UNMISS will finally close their 

operations and offices here. Without the presence of their Peace Corp forces and the renewal of their NGO contracts, 

we are expecting more insecurity and economic problems to emerge in the months to come,,,

Early in June, we had our unit conference 

in Arua, where we bid farewell to four of our unit 

members (plus baby Isaac). The three-day training 

camp for the Torit Day Football Club, followed by a 

team lunch, was carried out successfully. In May, my 

former team leader, Marlene, has finally made it back 

Torit under the heightened security circumstance. 

Also, our IBS committee board had another meeting 

in Juba but soon after the AIC Central Church Council 

(CCC) made the decision that all IBS communication 

needs to go through the Regional Church Council 

(RCC) offices. Although I know the Bishop from the 

East Bank region very well already, I did have to fly 

back to Juba again to formally meet with the Bishop 

from the West Bank region for the first time. Out of 

that meeting, we also planned to deliver the next AIC 

Refresher Course training in early August. But un-

fortunately, it’s delayed again now as I realized I have 

to move up the schedule for my Canadian passport 

renewal from September due to the Kenyan visa 

requirement that the passport needs to be valid for 

at least another six months upon arrival.

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     of the most interesting, modern theologians that I have come to read and learn from is Professor Amo Yong. 

Given all the chaos, conflicts and controversies we have been observing in the political atmosphere around the globe 

this year, I cannot help but simply wanting to pick up and revisit this old book of Professor Yong, called In the Days of 

Caesar (2010). He is a Chinese Malaysian, and now teaching at Fuller Theological Seminary in the USA. Throughout his 

career, he has conducted a wide range of research and publication, focusing on common subjects, such as creation, 

missiology and pneumatology, but also less popular topics, such as theology of disability, inter-religious relations and 

political theology. I found his writings very refreshing, partly because of his pneumatological views and approaches as 

a Pentecostal Christian. Quite often we still look at the world only through the lens of Old Testament theology, and 

forget that we are now living in the age of Holy Spirit, the Advocate sent by our Father in Heaven (John 14:16, 16:7). 

So, on this life-long journey of pursuing theological study, the biggest influence that Yong has on me through his 

works is inspiring me to observe and discern the dynamic workings of the Holy Spirit – not only in the Christian churches 

and communities, but also in different secular sectors and religious communities, so that we may better follow His 

guidance and understand our role of participation as the Light and Salt of this world...

Next, I hope to follow up with Pastor G., and find a way to start the TEE training at the Torit prison again in early 

October, if God willing. Originally, I was hoping to talk to him about this project back in May, but apparently he 

had pledged for one of his relatives, who was critically ill in prison and needed medical assistance outside but then 

ran away and disappeared. So, now he has been arrested and put in the prison. In November, our LFIO training 

will wrap up with another in-person meeting at Scription Mission. We also expect two new STs, one from the USA 

and one from Canada, to join us toward the end of the year to help us with some accounting and technical repair 

works. So, it seems we will have a total of eight (8) ST’ers with us to finish up the year. How exciting!

Please pray for Pastor G’s legal issue and the difficult circumstances inside the prison. Originally, we thought he would be 

released fairly soon, but it seems that the problem is more complex than we had anticipated. We hope that his family and 

the family pursuing prosecution of his relative who has escaped would find a solution peacefully so that he may come out 

of the prison as early as possible. Also, we ask God to comfort and protect his heart, and guide me to find an appropriate 

opportunity to go to the prison, visit and encourage him again.  

         the Lord! The tense situation inside SSD has cooled down eventually, and in early July our unit’s 

security alert status has also lowered from Level-3 to Level-2. Those existing embassies of various countries in the 

capital city, Juba, have also seemed to resume their normal operations. However, there is still no update on their First 

Vice President who has been officially announced to be under house-arrest, and many different versions of rumor 

and news have also been suppressed. Now it seems that the country has changed from a dichotomy between two 

major military parties to now a more strict dominance by one official government. Personally, I believe no one can 

say for sure whether such development is necessarily good or bad. But we know whatever is happening is all under 

God’s sovereign control. Subjectively, I believe that maintaining peace is definitely a good thing for the country’s 

progress in building up their education, economy, medical resource, and basic infrastructure. At the same time, we 

still need to pray for the leadership among their central government, military parties and local state government, and 

hope that God will grant each of them a heart of peace and righteousness so that they may lead their people out of 

this state of corruption, poverty and constant conflicts.

Interesting to Read 
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     of the books I had talked about in my Chinese newsletter (Feb. 2022) is called A Theology of Interreligious 

Relations (2015), which has brought forward some important questions and biblical insights that we need to think 

about as we live and serve in a modern society with more diversified religious context. However, I believe this book, 

titled Do Christians, Muslims, and Jews Worship the Same God? (2019) has provided further insights through real-life 

ministry reflections toward our relationship with Jews and Muslims. As some of you may already know, these three 

main world religions, Judaism, Christianity, and Islam – all together are considered as part of the family or brotherhood 

of Abrahamic faiths. As a Christian missionary, I believe our evangelical approach, and also personal attitude, toward 

Jewish and Islamic communities will ultimately come back to this same question: “do you believe Christians, Muslims, 

and Jews worship the same God?”, and how might the answer of a ministry leader from an Egyptian Coptic tradition, 

for example, different from one who comes from Western Europe or North America? More importantly, based on what 

we know about our God in the scripture, what is the lesson we think HE would want all of us to learn together here?

    the next three months, I think my priority is to push for another IBS board meeting in May, and to 

finally deliver this AIC Refresher Course training on the subject of Christian Stewardship, ideally in both Juba 

and Torit. Knowing there’ll be certain challenges and setbacks, Bishop Zakarias, Pastor Garbriel, and I are still 

planning to carry out a 12-week TEE program at the local Torit prison so that we can baptize some of the 

more devoted believers behind the walls afterwards. If God willing, I’m hoping as well to organize a 3-day 

training camp for my football team, Torit Day, and use this opportunity to share more Bible stories and build 

deeper relationship with the players. In early June, our entire SSD unit will be travelling to Uganda for a five-

day conference.. Next, I want to go visit a local AIC church in another small town, called Chukudum. Sometime 

in July, a new Inbound Team will be here to start their one-year training program, led by Marlene, my former 

team leader! This means I’ll need to move again beforehand as I’m currently staying at an Inbound housing 

temporarily. Although I’m not directly involved in the operation of this team, it is still very exciting to see some 

rookie missionaries snooping around in town and making the same foolish mistakes as I had done before. Ha!

 請為我們 IBS (Immatong Bible School) 事工禱告。這事工的進展還是非常緩慢，經常遇到延遲、導致我的工作行

程也跟著改來改去。AIM 的異象和目標是希望能看到當地的 AIC (Africa Inland Church) 教會來負責且帶領這個項

目，但現實是 AIC 教會的領袖層目前並不是特別積極主動、還是期待 AIM 負責推動且支付目前所有的花費。在

Please pray our IBS (Immatong Bible School) project. The progress for this ministry work is still going very slowly, 
and often met with delays, causing my work schedule to keep on changing. AIM’s vision and goal is to see the 
local AIC (Africa Inland Church) to take charge and lead this project, but the reality is that the AIC leadership is 
not particularly proactive in doing so, still expecting AIM to take lead and pay for all the current expenses. While 
understanding they do have many difficulties, we pray that God will continue to work in their hearts, bestow 
more wisdom and strength upon us, and raise more brothers and sisters who are willing to learn to come and 
help advancing this work of theological education forward together.      

       beginning of the year, the two main branches of military forces in South Sudan (SSD) started having 

some conflicts again. But then in early March, during a rescue mission, an UNMISS helicopter was attacked, leading 

to causality and injuries. At the middle of March, Uganda sent troops to Juba, and later announced that it is meant 

as assistance to help protecting the current SSD president. However, rumors have led some people to suspect that 

their soldiers had been involved in the air bombing operations at that time. Toward the end of March, the first vice-

president, who represents one of two main branches of military forces, was apparently captured, and put under 

house arrest by the president’s order. All of the sudden, the entire country fell into a heightened sense of emergency. 

Several embassies and NGOs announced their plan to evacuate. This is because the arresting of this very same vice-

president was the cause of trigger for the last civil war in the country. On the very next day, the Kenyan government 

sent a special envoy to Juba in order to facilitate peace talk, bringing certain relief to this super tense situation...

Looking at those classroom, 

dormitory and guesthouse, I could only imagine the 

amount of effort and dedication that our previous 

missionaries had put into this place back in the 70’s. 

And then we had also hosted a unit leadership forum 

for our UPG team leaders, celebrated Thanksgiving 

with an imported turkey, and bid farewell to our three 

short-termers. Oh, did I mention that I also help a 

local pastor to save a friend who was bitten by a 

venomous snake, and bought a second-hand Toyota 

Land Cruiser? As planned, I spent a short vacation in 

South Africa over the Christmas holidays. Everything 

was wonderful on this trip, except the airline company 

somehow managed to lose my luggage (in both 

directions!). In January, I was able to catch up with 

Rev. Tibi, who is often busy, and we decided to call an 

IBS board meeting in February so that we can discuss 

and decide how to move forward together this year. 

Over this past three months, I have also started to

Moreover, he further suggests this should 

also be the goal we keep in mind when we go and make disciples of all nations. I know this might sound very 

challenging to all of us but, believe or not, it will actually relieve us from the burden of trying to build up and 

protect our own reputation. We will find true peace and rest when we embrace the fact that God is ultimately the

It has been a blessing to serve them as 

an unofficial “sports chaplain”, and to witness their growth together. Go, Torit Day!  
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    the completion of my Inbound Team training in August 2023, many people back in North America asked 

me what was the most difficult thing for me when living in SSD. My answer was always about coping with all the 

sufferings around us. Now, having been back as a long-termer for ten (10) months and getting more involved with the 

local churches and communities, I have to say my answer to that same question might have changed. At this stage, 

the thing that troubles me the most is dealing with some of the foolish and corrupted ways in the local communities 

and churches. As some of the pastors here would also affirm, I begin to realize that perhaps some of the suffering they 

go through is part of the lessons that God wants them to learn. So, my dilemma is this: when I observe their ungodly 

behaviors, how do I intervene in a humble yet culturally appropriate way, and how deep should I be involved? Where 

do I set the boundaries so that I do not appear to be a strict, unforgiving person, nor become a numb, pretend-seeing-

nothing missionary? Praise the Lord! One of the mandatory readings from our LFIO training this year is titled 

Forgiveness Mindset, written by a Kenyan author, who has offered many helpful insights into this new struggle of mine.

聞和血腥的照片就像野火一般迅速地在網上擴散、而且越卷越烈。所以，SSD 總統臨時下令封鎖主要幾

個網路社交平臺，並進行全國性宵禁。因怕被哄搶，許多商鋪也選擇暫時關閉。在這從商工作的 SD 公

民也暫時被護送到聯合國 UN 的基地裏、以防止仇殺繼續蔓延下去... 看著這些同樣的現象在人類歷史裏

重複地發生，我實在是不得不感慨有“教育“和”學習“文化的重要性。當一個群體不重視這些價值觀時，就

不會去記錄和反思自己的錯誤。就總是想用暴力來解決問題，只能一直停留在原始部落的文化和思維裏。

就算有宣教士遠道而來給他們發放或翻譯《聖經》，大多數的人估計也不會讀或可能看不明白。但感謝

主！這次 SSD 政府能相對有效地控制住了這次的危機，讓我再次看到了這個戰後國家的進步和希望...

Please continue to pray for those SD refugees who have suffered tremendously from the conflicts 
and famines. In this civil war that even the international news media would not care enough to 
report it anymore, women and children are the most vulnerable victims. Please also pray those 
Christians and churches in SD, who have always been facing suppression, and hope that God will 
give them the faith and strength they need to face this tribulation together.  

     (SD) falling into a civil war again is no longer news. Meanwhile, the facts and rumors of different rebel 

groups committing massacres and other crimes are hard to distinguish by now. However, at the start of January this 

year, a reporting of some South Sudanese (SSD) women and children being brutally killed in a southern town of SD 

broke out. This immediately triggered a series of revenge killings, targeting SD citizens, riots and looting in the 

capital city, Juba, and other major towns of SSD. Those incidents and bloody photos spread like a wild fire online, 

becoming more and more serious. So, the SSD President abruptly gave an order to block a few major social-media 

platforms, and announced a nation-wide curfew. Due to the fear of looting, many shops decided to temporary shut 

down their shops as well. Many SD citizens working and doing business here had also been escorted to UN military 

bases to prevent further revenge killing... Watching how the same phenomenon keeps repeating itself in the history 

of mankind, I’m once again reminded how important it is to have a culture of “learning” and “education”. When a 

population does not treasure such values, they will never record and reflect on their mistakes. They will always resort 

to violence for solving their problems, and continue to remain in the tribal culture and mindset. Even if there are 

missionaries who come afar to hand out or translate the Bible for them, majority of them probably still cannot read 

nor be able to understand properly. But, praise the Lord! When I see how effectively the SSD government has kept 

the crisis under control this time, it allows me to see some progress and hope in this war-torn country once again...

my last newsletter update, several 

things have happened unexpectedly, including a 

scabies (skin-disease) outbreak inside the prison 

and me being critically ill for a week. Meanwhile, 

there are a few things that I’d hoped to get done but 

did not happen, such as my Vehicle Purchase & 

Maintenance fundraising video and an AIC Refresher 

Course on Christian Stewardship, which is currently 

facing a roadblock due to some administrative and 

human-resource issues. Also, I was hoping to visit 

our AIC churches in Katire and Kapoeta but, un-

fortunately, those trips have not taken place either. 

In August, our former unit members, Russ & Lyn, 

who had served here since the 70’s, came for a one-

week visit. It has been such a blessing to know them 

and listen to their stories during the war times in 

SSD. On the ministry side of things, a more exciting 

news is that I’ve been tasked to supervise our Arabic 

Juba Bible translation project. In mid-October, our 

entire unit flew to Kenya to join a five-day Central 

Region (CR) conference. It was great to catch up with 

other AIM missionaries serving in the same region 

while taking a short break. Praise the Lord!

   late pastor Tim Keller had once shared in a sermon: the famous Greek philosopher, Aristotle, believed that it is 

impossible for human beings, who are totally deprived in sin, to ever become friends of God because the two parties in a 

relationship must have enough in common to walk side by side as “friends”. Pastor Keller said, although Aristotle was very 

wise and definitely smarter than himself, but he did forget one thing – when Jesus was betrayed, shamed, whipped, and 

then died on the cross, God has taken the initiative to fulfill this condition. I very much agree with this perspective as it 

indeed reminds us the possibility of us befriending with God from a theological point of view. But, at the same time, I also 

believe it does not imply that all Christians are considered as “Friends“ of God by default.  
When serving in SSD, occasionally we would encounter strangers on the street locally, some even carrying guns, 

pretending to greet us. Once we response friendly, their next line would be: “Hey, we are friends so you buy me a Bluetooth 

speaker or a smart phone because that is what a friend should do!” Every time I run into those local people using such 

pathetic trick again, my head would be thinking: “Have they got no shame in their hearts?” However, quite often isn’t that 

how we treat our Creator God as well? Abusing our title and treating Him as a cash cow to satisfy our own needs?  
If we go back and look at the scripture, it is not hard to notice that there are only very few people in the Bible who are 

called “the Friend of God”. The most well-known one, I think, would be Abraham. Many times. I’m just like Jonah, eager 

to see the justice and wrath of God, falling onto the heads of all those greedy, lazy, and wicked people. But only Abraham 

truly understood the heart of God, and had the deeds to go with his faith (James 2:22). In fact, to further seek His will, he 

dared yet humbly asked: “Indeed now, I who am but dust and ashes have taken it upon myself to speak to the Lord: 

suppose there were five less than the fifty righteous; would You destroy all of the city for lack of five?” (Genesis 18:27-28)

好地回應，他們下一句話就是：“我們是朋友，所以你買台藍牙音箱或智能手機給我吧！這是朋友應該

做的。” 每次遇到這種可笑的小伎倆時，我心裏就想著這些人怎麽這麽沒有羞恥之心呢？但很多時候，

我們基督徒不就也是如此對待 神嗎？濫用我們的名分、把創造主當作是滿足私欲的搖錢樹? 
 
如果我們查考經文，其實不難發現，真正能被稱為“神的朋友”的《聖經》人物其實沒有幾個。最知名

的當然還是亞伯拉罕。很多時候，我就像約拿一樣，迫不及待地想看到 神公義的審判降到這些沉浸

在貪婪、懶惰和各種罪惡的人頭上。但只有亞伯拉罕，他真正明白 神的心意、并且他的信心與行爲

好書推薦 
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   in December 2022, I‘ve introduced a book written by our former unit leaders, Philip & Linda, and it is called 

“Cows, Curses and Christ”. This past February, I’ve also talked about another book, titled “We Felt Like Grasshoppers” 

by Dr. D. Anderson, who had written another book, called “Fire In My Bones”. The prior one is a collection of stories 

from different AIM missionaries in the earlier days, while the later one is more of a personal reflection on God’s vision 

and calling for him to serve in Africa. He describes the desire that God had put in him to share the Gospel among 

the unreached people groups is like a burning fire in his bones, and how such passion had allowed him to keep his 

eyes focused on Jesus throughout all the hardship, trials and tribulations. Another book, recommended by our recent 

visitors, Russ & Lyn, is called “It’s a Battle”, and it’s written by Rev. Sidney Langford, who had served in Zaire (now 

DRC) and Sudan from the 50’s to 70’s as a ministry leader. It always amazes me how those missionary pioneers 

managed to travel and survive during those times of military conflicts without the infrastructure and modern 

communication technology we enjoy today... I guess that is one of the lessons where I still need to learn more!

And then, I’ll be taking a one-week 

mandatory hardship break in Nairobi (KE), followed 

by a one-week personal vacation, where I hope to 

visit & spend this year’s Christmas with a missionary 

friend, Scott, and his family in Cape Town (SA).

for the prison ministry. Furthermore, over the 

next month or so, we want to set some realistic 

goals for the Arabic Juba Bible Translation project 

so that our small coworker team can pick up the 

momentum again.

In the Spirit of Thanksgiving 

  托里特監獄裏，死亡和疾病的消息總是有的。但在九月時，我們發現有疥疮 (Scabies) 的病情在
不斷擴散。由於這些獄友生活的環境極其雜亂且擁擠，這疫情傳染的很快。其中一位被感染的人已經病
重身亡。監獄主管的做法、并不是更努力地想辦法提供醫療方案，而是將病到快死的人送回他們自己的
村莊，但這樣只是會導致疫情在更多的社區裏擴散開來。我們已經跟好幾位有相關職權的代表交涉，包
括監獄、醫院、市政府和 NGO 非盈利組織，但目前所得到的回應更多是挫折和失望、而非實際的幫助。
儘管如此，在這一片混亂當中，我還是非常地感恩，因爲我的隊友們也一直在關注此事、提供診斷和買
藥等協助，并且已退休的 AIC 區牧 Zakarias 也一直不斷地支持我、為處理此事帶我到處奔波。 

 請繼續為南蘇丹的政治局面和通貨膨脹問題禱告；除了政府機關，這裏的醫院和學校也

是依靠政府發放薪資。但過去這一年，只發放了 2~3 個月的工資，這些員工也不敢離

職。老百姓苦不堪言，偷竊搶劫和殺人的案件更加頻繁地發生，街上乞討挨餓的孩子們

越來越多。求主讓這些官員和老百姓有所轉變，使成爲努力工作、符合《聖經》教導的

好管家，而不是只坐等別人來給他們提供援助或發工資。 

Please continue to pray for the political stability & hyper-inflation issue in SSD; In 
addition to the civil offices, public hospitals and schools here also rely on the government 
for their salaries. However, over the past year, only 2 to 3 months of salaries were 
released yet none of those workers dare to leave their positions. People are suffering 
significantly; cases of thievery, robbery and murder are rising in frequency. and more 
children can be seen begging for food on the streets. Please pray that God will transform 
those officials and people, help them become hard-working stewards as taught in the 
Bible, and not just waiting for others to provide aids or give them salaries.  

      the Torit prison, there are always news about death and diseases. But, in September, we realized there 

is an outbreak of scabies taking place. Due to the messy and crowded living conditions that the inmates have to 

cope with, it is spreading real fast, and one of the infected persons has died already. Instead of trying harder to 

provide medical treatment, the prison administration simply sent the dying, infected people back to their villages, 

which will only cause further outbreak in the community. We’ve also been talking to several authority figures from 

the prison, hospital, municipal and NGO, but so far we have only received more frustration and disappointment than 

practical help. Nonetheless, in the midst of all those chaos, I am still very grateful because my teammates also care 

a lot about this situation, providing assistances (such as diagnosis and medicine purchase). Moreover, our former 

AIC bishop, Rev. Zakarias, has stood firm by my side, and been doing a lot of running around with me as well.

 Earlier this month, I was just joking with my team leader about how 
I would be highly disappointed if South Sudan (SSD) will just let us finish 
and leave so easily. Indeed, many things have happened during the last 
4 weeks of our Inbound Team program. In fact, I was bedridden again for 
a couple of days  ᦧᦨᦩᦪᦫ᦬ due to illness and injury less than 2 weeks ago. But, 
praise the Lord! I was still able to wrap up everything, and say goodbyes 
to all my local friends. Now, we are in Nairobi, Kenya, having just finished 
our end-of-term debrief, which has allowed us to really take some time 
off, and to reflect, forgive, repent, and affirm on all that have happened 
during this one-year period. In one of the exercises, we had to describe 
the theme of our own experience in SSD, and to summarize them in one 
statement. So, for the theme, I wrote down: God’s thoughts and His ways 
are always higher than ours, and for the summary statement, I put down: 
I think I am getting a really good deal out of this internship experience! 
 ͟͝͠͞ Before I came, I thought the team curriculum, on top of my internship 
requirement, is pretty solid already, and would keep me very busy 
throughout the year. Nonetheless, this whole year has been nothing but
